
Sweet Home Alabama Competitive Trail Ride

, 2024 - Camp McClellan – 150 Mud Hole Rd.  Anniston, AL 36205 

NATRC Type A (Two-day) Ride & Type B1 (One-day-Saturday) Ride - Open, Novice, CP 

45 rider limit - Novice/CP -15-18 miles Sat. & Sun. Open - 25-28 miles Sat. and 22-25 miles Sun.   

Trails: Rocky, rolling hills on single and double track roads through the beautiful woods at the 

foothills of the Appalachian Mountains.  Shoes or boots are recommended.  

Directions: Conveniently located 7 miles from I-20 between Atlanta and Birmingham on Exit 188.  

From Atlanta: Turn right onto US 431. From Birmingham: Turn left onto US 431.  Drive 4.8 

miles and turn right onto Iron Mountain Rd.  Continue for 2 miles.  Turn left onto Mud Hole Rd.  

Facility: Camp McClellan Horse Trails Campground offers 50 campsites with water and electric 

for $27/night as well as 15 primitive campsites for $10/night.  There is a large covered pavilion with 

a magnificent fireplace as well as 2 bathrooms with showers.  Horse accommodations include 10 X 

10 stalls in the barn for $10/night, 12 X 12 uncovered corrals for $8/night, or high-lines.  Please 

visit campmcclellanhorsetrailscampground.com to view and reserve campsites and horse 

accommodations online.  Current negative coggins required on all horses and current Health 

Certificate required on all out-of-state horses.  Camp McClellan is pet friendly but dogs must be 

leashed at all times per insurance requirements and are not allowed at NATRC management 

areas, check-in/out, briefing, meals, etc. 

Meals: Meals will be provided and will include dinner Friday, breakfast, lunch, and dinner on 

Saturday, and breakfast and lunch on Sunday.  Meals will be provided for ride management, 

judging staff, and all volunteers.  Non-volunteers and family members can purchase meal package 

for $55.  PLEASE REGISTER AND/OR ORDER MEALS BY OCT. 10
th

.  Please contact ride 

management for any special dietary needs.

will be available.  Late arrivals should make arrangements with ride management.
